1. Shooters must check in an hour before competition.

2. Shooters must supply their own firearms and ammunition.

3. Entries will be limited to 60 per day for shotgun.

4. Competition is in 5 year age groups: 50-54,55-59 etc.
5. Medals will be given to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.
FORMAT
Trap:

1.  100 targets total, shot from each of 5 different stations.

2.  Start at 16 yard line. 5 people per squad.

3.  A 12 gauge shotgun with a modified choke is most common for trap.

Skeet:

1.  100 targets total, shot over 8 stations.

2.  Some single targets and 8 doubles.

3.  A skeet bored shotgun in either or all of the 12, 20, 28 or 4:10 gauges can be used.

SPORT RULES

Shooting events will be conducted in accordance with rules of the Amateur Trap Association and the National Skeet Shooting Association respectively.
