Wildlife on the Loose!
Impromptu wildlife encounters that will 
provide you with up-close viewing of 
numerous native Arizona species including 
Gila monsters, prairie dogs and desert 
tortoises. You may even get a visit from an 
eagle or bobcat. These encounters will occur 
in the live wildlife arenas located under the 
large ramadas north of the Activity Tent.
 
Informal presentations will occur 
throughout the day. No specific schedule  
is planned. 

Storytelling
Students and faculty from South Mountain 
Community College’s Storytelling Institute 
will tell stories about animals or related to 
the theme “Go Play Outside!” These stories 
are appropriate for all ages from young 
children to adult. Storytelling is located 
under the large ramadas north of the Activity 
Tent.
