	Volunteer fence removal project at future site of Northern AZ Shooting Range


	When:    Saturday & Sunday, January 22-23, 2011 8:00 am
This is a 2-day project, ending on Sunday afternoon, however, you are not required to stay for 2 days. Please feel free to come for any length of time you are available during the weekend.



	

	Where:    The site is approximately 15 miles east of Flagstaff. Take I-40 to the Winona exit (exit 211).  Go south on the main road (FS 82) for 1.5 miles.  Turn right onto FS 128 and go 4.1 miles.  Turn left onto FS 128A and go 0.4 miles to the site.
Note: the last 5 miles are unimproved dirt road.
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Description:   The Arizona Game and Fish Commission and Governor’s office recently approved the purchase of a property east of Flagstaff for the development of the Northern AZ Shooting Range.  When completed, the range will provide a site for various shooting sports and events and also will reduce problems associated with dispersed target shooting on public lands.No tax dollars were used to purchase the property, rather, beginning in 2001, a fund was established using monies generated from hunter and angler license fees for the development of a Flagstaff‐area shooting range.  So the funding is available and the Department, as well as the public, is anxious for construction to get started.
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However, there are a lot of barbed wire fences on the 160 acres property which need to be removed before construction can even begin.  Volunteers are needed to help complete this task.

Tools- A supply of tools will be available.  However, please bring fence pliers, wire side cutters, small bolt cutters, and gloves if you have them.  Be sure to bring appropriate hats, long sleeve shirts, sun block, etc.  Be prepared for cold weather work and camping. Old clothes are recommended.

You can come out just for the work project or stay and camp on-site.
