HAHWG - The Beginning

2005 - Started as an internal Arizona
Game and Fish Department effort to
address declines

Created a team to develop a report
and actions to address issues:

from removing barriers, revising
regulations, season structures, etc.

Began conducting hands-on hunting
events, but only a handful, due to
limited resources




HAHWOG - The Key Ingredient

2008 - Sportsmen’s groups wanted in — knew G&F
couldnt do it alone

2009 - Began inviting more and more external
partners to bi-annual meeting, collecting events,

starting new ones

Since then our efforts have increased:
2010 - 26 events
2011 - 45 events
2012 - 38 events
