NEED STATEMENT/PROBLEM ANALYSIS: 

The northwest portion of Unit 3C has been identified in Region I’s Habitat Management Plans as being deficient in wildlife water.  Wildlife depends upon these earthen stock tanks for water.  Currently water capacity is only a fraction of potential due to being filled with silt and having a spillway washed out therefore water is not available when most needed.
These tanks have not received maintenance in twenty years.  Both of these tanks are full of silt and M-H Tank needs spillway work.  
When completed, both of these tanks should provide a perennial water source for wildlife.
PROJECT OBJECTIVES: 

The objective is to improve water distribution in this portion of Unit 3C which may result in the following:
1) More dependable and enhanced water distribution for wildlife;

2) Higher survival of elk calves; 
3) Higher survival of deer fawns; 
4) Increased survivorship turkey poults;
5) Wider distribution of wildlife may minimize overgrazing/browsing of grasses and browse.
PROJECT STRATEGIES:

The strategy includes: 1) cleaning silt to deepen and enhance water storage, 2) rebuild and strengthen the existing dam, and 3) modify overflow channels to lessen impacts to dams during heavy rainfall periods.

Unit 3C, northeast of Heber, on each side of Phoenix Park Wash

Pinyon-juniper woodlands with nearby ponderosa pine stringers and a decent amount of browse (cliffrose), and elevation is about 6,000 feet.

We would like to develop a Stewardship Agreement with the permittee, Monti Hancock, so he can be reimbursed for the identified work.

SBG Funds: $1,500.00 – will be used to pay for part of the labor, equipment and fuel; and 

Cost Share Funds: $1,000 – will be used to cover all additional expenses incurred such as additional labor, fuel and time spent on the project.
LIST COOPERATORS AND DESCRIBE POTENTIAL PARTICIPATION:

1) Monti Hancock, livestock permittee, will oversee all maintenance (or the project);

2) Forest Service, Black Mesa Ranger District and Lakeside Ranger District, will authorize the permittee to perform the work (verbal agreement through HPC meetings);

3) AGFD Wildlife Managers Bob Birkeland and Paul Greer will monitor the work and draft Stewardship (if necessary); and lastly 
4) NEPA is complete (covered under existing documents).

AGFD will provide monitoring in the form of photos, survey data, and effectiveness of capturing and holding water.
PROJECT MAINTENANCE:

Barring any unforeseen catastrophic rain events, these tanks should not need maintenance for at least 10 years.
