NEED STATEMENT/PROBLEM ANALYSIS: The west side of the San Francisco Peaks provide excellent summer and some winter habitat for wide variety of game and non-game species, except for a dependable source of water. While there are numerous earthen tanks and some natural depressions, there is no dependable supply of water throughout much of the area served by this drinker. The trick tank included in this proposal was developed as a water source for cattle when present and for wildlife on summer range. The wildlife component includes a separate fenced walk in type drinker, fed via a short pipeline and float arrangement. The approximate 900 square foot collector was mounted above a 20 foot diameter storage tank via a series of 4”X4” wooden uprights with a wooden support frame and cross braces. Corrugated sheeting was attached to the sloped framing, allowing the snowmelt and rainfall to be directed into the storage tank. The tank capacity was approximately 20,000 gallons. A portion of the collector collapsed in the winter of 2003 and was subsequently rebuilt in August 2004 by the Coconino Sportsmen and a group of other volunteers in cooperation with the permittee, Mr. and Mrs. Voy Coy. Mrs. Coy is the daughter of Pete Mickelbach, one of the early settlers and ranchers on the peaks. The area is known for the large number of mule deer present during the summer season and many locals visit the area throughout the summer to enjoy the wildlife viewing. After the rebuild, the collector was vandalized by beer party participants who pulled out the wooden uprights, causing the collector to collapse rendering it unusable. The Forest Service was approached regarding the proposed rebuild and they would only be able to supply a meager amount of funding, less than $200 and they suggested we look elsewhere. While 2008 has been a closer to normal period of rainfall so far, this has not been the case in most recent years and this collector system would provide additional resources when precipitation is limited. It also lends itself to providing infrastructure supported by hauling water, although this is the most expensive and least desirable method to provide a water source.
PROJECT OBJECTIVES: Our objective is to provide another dependable water supply for multiple wildlife species in this critical wildlife range. None of the other water developments in the area are wildlife friendly, corrals are too small, etc.
PROJECT STRATEGIES: Through the use of the existing infrastructure, our rebuild of the collector will provide a valuable commodity, potable, dependable water, for all wildlife in the outlined area. Throughout the operating season, the system will be monitored at least weekly, with any necessary repairs being made as they are discovered. Because this collector is at a dead end of a minor FS road, it has been suggested that access to the area be limited by closing off the road via a gated device approximately 200 yards from the collector once repairs have been completed. 
PROJECT LOCATION: The collector is on the Coconino National Forest, Peaks Ranger District. It is located in Range 6 East, Township 23 North, southwest corner of section 7. The GPS coordinates are N35 17 52 by W 11 47 57.

HABITAT DESCRIPTION:  The collector is in an area of ponderosa forest with large blocks of open grasslands and meadows, originally cleared as an experimental area by the USFS in the latter half of the last century. This mix of forests and grasslands provides an ideal habitat for the numerous species of wildlife present. The elevation is approximately 7,693’ and the drinker is approximately 1/8 of a mile southeast of the collector at approximately 7,635’.
ITEMIZED USE OF FUNDS: Funds will be utilized to pay for necessary replacement cross braces, steel uprights, metal braces and fasteners as well as sheet metal screws and other hardware. To safely facilitate this rebuild, the entire collector system will be dismantled, damaged or missing materials replaced and then reassembled.
LIST COOPERATORS AND DESCRIBE POTENTIAL PARTICIPATION: The Coconino Sportsmen working in cooperation with the Coy family will provide all labor and coordination for the project. Additional volunteers will be solicited via fliers and project work days posted on appropriate websites. In addition, Mayorga’s Welding has generously agreed to provide all on site welding and cutting of the uprights as well as providing the steel materials at a significantly discounted price. 
PROJECT MONITORING PLAN: The project will be  monitored at least weekly, depending upon water availablity and other climatic conditions. Reports from AZG&FD, USFS, and other interested personnel will also assist in monitoring activities.
PROJECT MAINTENANCE: The project rebuild will incorporate several design features that should minimize future damage especially when coupled with the proposed road closure. Additional needs and expenses will be itemized and discussed by the permittee, the FS and the Coconino Sportsmen. 
PROJECT COMPLETION REPORT TO BE FILED BY:  At the end of the project, a written report will be submitted to the funding group(s) by the Coconino Sportsmen outlining the activities as well as a written invoice to cover expenses incurred.
