	Project Description: This project is part of a larger landscape level approach to improve and restore habitat conditions on Anderson Mesa and the State and private lands to the east.  Approximately 5 years ago a cable and barb wire fence to exclude livestock from the Long Lake wetland was build as a demonstration project. Since its construction AZGFD, AWF, AAF, NFF and the US Forest Service have constructed 12 other wetland exclosures using what we learned at Long Lake. The Long Lake fence replaced an old electric fence that was no longer functioning. On half of the wetland we used half inch cable in place of the top wire to test how well it would hold up to heavy elk use.  What we learned:  half inch cable is to big and heavy ¼” works well, wire fence-stays bend and create a tangle hazard, old fencing must be removed when no longer in use.  We propose to eliminate the tangle hazard: created by bent fence-stays by replacing them with wooden stays, removing old electric fence that is lying on the ground, replacing H-braces with wooden H-braces and deadmen, making necessary fence repairs.  We propose to improve wildlife passage by:  replacing the top wire with ¼” cable on the half of the exclosure without a cable top wire, add goat bars and elk jumps every 1/8th of a mile.

Wildlife Species to Benefit:  The area receives heavy use by Elk, Deer & Pronghorn, which will benefit from the removal of tangle and tripping hazards, a safer more permeable fence and a durable exclosure that will require less maintenance.

NEED STATEMENT/PROBLEM ANALYSIS: There is a need to improve habitat conditions and wildlife safety by eliminating the tangle hazard created when the exclosure was rebuilt and to implement the new durable and wildlife permeable fence construction techniques learned since rebuilding this exclosure.
Fencing designed to protect the Long Lake wetland from overgrazing by livestock has created excellent habitat attracting many forms of wildlife, unfortunately old fencing and less than desirable construction techniques have created a serious tangle hazard for wildlife.   
PROJECT OBJECTIVES: 
1) Create a wildlife friendly situation where the existing wetland exclosure does not create a greater hazard to wildlife attempting to use water and the high quality habitat within the exclosure.
2) Improve exclosure permeability for elk, mule deer and pronghorn.
3) Reduce the need for maintenance.
PROJECT STRATEGIES:

1) To eliminate tripping and tangle hazard; remove old electric fence from the perimeter of the wetland
2) To eliminate tripping and tangle hazard; replace wire fence stays with wooden stays and wooden posts

3) To improve fence permeability and reduce tangle hazard; add elk jumps and goat bars every 1/8th mile

4) To increase fence durability and reduce tangle hazard and maintenance needs; remove top wire and add ¼” cable where there is no cable (approximately 2.5 miles)

5) To reduce tangle and tripping hazards, improve fence durability and maintenance needs; replace H-braces with wooden corner posts fitted with a deadman and conduct general maintenance.
