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NEED STATEMENT/PROBLEM ANALYSIS:  
 
Rocky Mountain bighorn sheep continue to be available from Units 27 and 28 to augment recent 
releases into West Clear Creek.  However, the source population needs to be surveyed before a capture 
can occur so that we do not impact the source population or ongoing hunts.  West Clear Creek has 
received 2 prior translocations of about 30 bighorn sheep each, and the population seems to be doing 
well.  This is the last planned translocation into West Clear Creek. 
 
PROJECT OBJECTIVES:  
 
Move up to 32 Rocky Mountain bighorn sheep from Eagle Creek and the Phelps Dodge Mine area into 
West Clear Creek. 
 
PROJECT STRATEGIES: 
 
Move up to 32 Rocky Mountain bighorn sheep from Eagle Creek and the Phelps Dodge Mine area into 
West Clear Creek.
