Creek metal apron guzzler/drinker impacted by the 2011 Wallow Fire.  Replacements will be two 5000 

gallon fiberglass guzzlers at each site totaling 20,000 gallons.  It is also intended to rebuild perimeter fences 

excluding livestock from the developments and remove hazardous trees. All are located on the Alpine 

Ranger District of the Apache-Sitgreaves National Forests: thus it was decided to combine all into one 

project title.

NEED STATEMENT – PROBLEM ANALYSIS:  

These water developments receive heavy use from elk herds as well as mule deer, pronghorn and other 

small game and non-game animals.  They help disperse big game species from sensitive riparian areas.  

Both sites are located on the Alpine Ranger District of the Apache-Sitgreaves National Forests.  Barb wire 

fence will be rebuilt around each site to wildlife friendly standards. Dead trees hazardous to the 

development will be dropped by chainsaw and bucked up on site. 

 

PROJECT OBJECTIVES: 

-Provide source of water for elk, mule deer, pronghorn and other small game and non-game animals to 

alleviate impact on riparian areas. 

-Disperse big game species from sensitive riparian areas. 

 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND STRATEGIES: 

Utilize a contracted crew to repair or rebuild each development to current AZGFD water development 

standards, rebuild perimeter fences and remove hazardous trees.
