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NEED STATEMENT – PROBLEM ANALYSIS:  

AGFD wildlife water #66 was originally constructed in 1948 for quail in the Congress Junction 

area.  The original concrete vault system is no longer functional and the storage capacity (approx. 

1000 gal) is small and would require excessive water hauling during a normal year. Stock tanks 

and cattle wells are the primary water source for wildlife in this area. During most years the stock 

tanks dry up and water availability at dilapidated well sites is unreliable. Additionally, cattle 

waters have multiple layers of fencing, corrals and dense vegetation which lead to decreased 

wildlife usage and increased mortality.  

 

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:  

Provide wildlife with reliable water source during critical summer and fall seasons where 

presently none exists. Reduce long-term maintenance and cost while increasing storage capacity 

(10,000 gal) and reliability using a tested, buried, gravity fed water catchment system utilizing 

multiple collection sources.  

 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND STRATEGIES: 

Remove original vault and replace with a buried 24 inch PVC system. Resurface and reuse the 

original concrete apron to supplement water collection. Build small inconspicuous collection dam 

that will capture additional surface runoff from a small drainage. Install fiberglass walk-in 

drinker. Remove barbwire fencing and replace department standard pipe-rail fence.

HABITAT DESCRIPTION:   

The Divide Mountain range is characterized as an isolated mountain range encompassed by creosote 

dominated bajadas laced with large sand washes. The Divides range in elevation from 2600 ft. at 

their base to 3550 ft. at their highest peak. The dominant vegetative community is Sonoran 

desertscrub with two sub-divisions evident: the Upper Sonoran desertscrub community and the 

Lower Sonoran desertscrub community as described by Brown and Lowe (1980). Dominant plant 

species include Creosote bush (Larrea tridentate), velvet mesquite (Prosopis velutina), palo verde 

(Cercidium microphyllum), catclaw (Acacia greggii) and white bursage (Ambrosia dumosa). The 

nearest department deer water is 4 miles to the east (#595).
