NEED STATEMENT - PROBLEM ANALYSIS:

Water availability has always been a concern in many areas within Arizona. One of these areas is
within the Colcord/Naeglin Mountain area. These areas are diverse in wildlife, but available perennial
is limited to Cherry Creek and other intermittent drainages depending on the spring and summer
monsoons. By building these new proposed tanks big game species wouldn’t have to travel to Cherry
Creek and impact the riparian vegetation.

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:
Provide wildlife water for both game and non-game species within the Colcord and Naeglin Mountain
area.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND STRATEGIES:

This strategy for this proposal is to provide funding to the permitee to rent a dozer, purchase diesel fuel,
and purchase bentonite to build the 3 new dirt tanks within the designated project sites. The owner of the
Bar X Ranch will facilitate the rental of the dozer, purchasing of the fuel, and also provide the labor.
Arizona Game and Fish Department will coordinate with the permitee and provide assistance as needed.
