Brief Project Summary:  Up to thirty bighorn sheep are scheduled to be captured for release into the 

Mineral Mountains of Unit 37B in Region VI in October 2012. Ten real-time GPS/VHF radio telemetry 

collars have been acquired through an increase in allocation of special tag dollar funding (HPC Project #11-

612) for deployment during this project. Due to potentially limited funds of the 2011 HPC cycle, only 12 of 

the 29 months necessary for monthly service fees was funded, leaving the remaining 17 months in need of 

funding.

NEED STATEMENT – PROBLEM ANALYSIS:  

Following an amendment to the approved 2011 HPC award and due to potentially limited remaining 

funds of the 2011 HPC cycle, 10 GPS/VHF radio telemetry collars were added to HPC Project #11-612 

and only 12 of the 29 months necessary for monthly service fees was funded, leaving the remaining 17 

months in need of funding over the next 2 years. 

 

 

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:  

The purpose of initial and previous translocations of bighorn sheep into the Mineral Mountains 

area was: 

 Establish a viable population of bighorn sheep in suitable but mostly unoccupied bighorn 

habitat,  

 Increase and diversify the resource values of public and State Trust land, 

 Increase the number of bighorn in AGFD Region VI and in the state (once the population 

expands to carrying capacity of the new habitat), 

 Increase the opportunity for the public to view bighorn sheep, and 

 Increase the opportunity to hunt bighorn sheep, if the population expands to harvestable 

levels. 

For this proposal the objectives are: 

 Continued monitoring of collared bighorn sheep to meet bighorn sheep management 

objectives listed above for the Mineral Mountains. 

 Utilizing real-time data collected and mortality events in efforts to analyze habitat use, 

distribution and predator relationships for potential predator management plans.  

 

 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND STRATEGIES: 

The initial release of bighorn sheep into the Mineral Mountains was in 2003 when 30 desert 

bighorn sheep (8 rams and 22 ewes) were released.  The 30 sheep came from several sources; 13 

from the Trigo Mountains, 1 from the Chocolates, 5 form the New Waters, and 11 from the 

Plomosas.  A second release occurred in 2007. These sheep, seven ewes, one lamb, and two rams 

came from the Trigo Mountains.  A third release of 30 sheep (8 rams and 22 ewes) occurred in 

November 2010 from Unit 22 and 24B.   

1. Following the currently scheduled survey in October 2012 a determination will be 

made based on population characteristics whether a capture is warranted in Unit 22 

and Unit 24B. 

2. Based on this determination, an aerial capture will occur in November 2012.  

Capture operations will follow established Department procedures.  Trained 

personnel will be on site to address animal health and may included Department 

contracted veterinarian or Department personnel. 

3. Up to 30 desert bighorn sheep will be captured.  Young rams will be targeted and 

attempts will be made to capture adult ewes with lambs. 

4. The captured animals will be translocated to Unit 37B (Mineral Mountains) to 

assist in meeting statewide and regional bighorn sheep management objectives. 
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5. GPS/VHF tracking collars may be placed on up to 10 of the bighorn sheep to assist 

in post-release monitoring. 

6. A population and ram classification survey will be performed in Unit 37B during 

October 2012 (survey was also performed in October 2011) to better determine 

population trends and potential recommendations for hunting opportunity. 

  

PROJECT LOCATION: 

Primarily the Mineral Mountains of Unit 37B, however, bighorn sheep have been recorded to travel 

outside of the primary release locations and will be monitored accordingly to the locations found.
