Project Description: Project is designed to establish a reliable water source in an area where previously
permanent water is not present and/or reliable. Approximately 3,000 acres in high desert grassland/oak
woodland with a diversity of both big and small game populations will benefit. The proposal is to drill a new
well, install a solar pumping station, install and bury 1.5 miles of pipeline and provide 15,000 gallons of
storage that will supply water to four (4) drinkers. The system will effectively water three separate pastures,
distributing livestock and relieving concentration pressure on canyon bottoms and semi-riparian areas and
provide permanent water sources to the wildlife to include; Whitetail, Mule Deer, Javelina, Gould’s Turkey,
Bear, Lion, Quail species and many other non-game species on a year-long basis.

NEED STATEMENT/PROBLEM ANALYSIS:

In the John’s, Doane and High Lonesome Pastures of Hunt Canyon allotment, there are 8 water sources
that have been used to water wildlife and livestock in recent history. Out of those 8, only one is a
permanent source. There is a great need for a reliable water source in this area of the allotment, as well as
the surrounding areas of adjacent allotments.

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:

Develop a water system which would establish a perennial water source with several drinkers affecting at
least 3,000 acres of an 8,300 acre allotment. Currently, 90% of the available water sources are dependent
on rainfall, and are unreliable.

—PROJECT STRATEGIES:

Using Forest Service funding, permittee cooperation, and HPC funding, permanent water will be made
available by drilling a new well and developing a water system in the upper portion of the John’s Pasture.
The water will be drawn from the well using a solar pumping station. The water will be piped via a
Polyethylene (PE) pipe system 1.5 miles in length that will be buried to prevent damage to the pipe by
wildlife, vandalism and wildfire. The water will be held in three PE storage tanks, 5,000 gallons each,
totaling 15,000 gallons. From the storages, four separate troughs will be installed to distribute water
sources across the landscape. One trough will be located at the well site, one will be located on the ridge
in the John’s pasture, one in the High Lonesome pasture, and the final trough will be located in the Doane
pasture. NEPA analysis has been completed for this proposed project. (see map)

Mountain. A significant portion of the affected acreage falls within a desert grassland vegetation type, mostly
on lower elevation uplands and south facing slopes. The north facing slopes are mostly a madrean encinal
woodland vegetation type.

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PROJECT MONITORING PLAN:

For monitoring specific to this project, photographs will be taken before and after installation. Ecological
condition data will also be gathered by the Forest Service through an Allotment Management Plan (AMP) and
Annual Operating Instructions (AOI). The Forest Service monitors both effectiveness and implementation
monitoring. Yearly, implementation monitoring is conducted to evaluate the amount of utilization and
distribution the livestock permitted on the allotment achieved, as well as the maintenance/construction of
improvements outlined in the AOI. Approximately every 5 years, effectiveness monitoring is conducted to
evaluate the vegetation and soil condition trends, and make management decisions accordingly. Additionally, a
private rangeland management specialist is hired to conduct yearly allotment analyses.

PROJECT MAINTENANCE:
The maintenance of the project will be the responsibility of the J-A Ranch, LLC, the permittee of the Hunt
Canyon allotment. It will be ensured that water will be made available year-round to wildlife.

Dear Ron,

Attached you will find our Habitat Enhancement and Wildlife Management Proposal. In
the past 110 years of our families ownership of the ranch, we have seen a climate change
that has most noticeably resulted in less water source availability, not only causing a
change in our livestock management, but there has been a marked decline in the
population of game and non-game wildlife alike.

Our desire is to drill a well and establish a dependable year-round water source on the
slope of Limestone Mountain, providing the first permanent water in this area. With our
current grazing plan, it would be unnecessary to ever limit the availability of the water for
any reason (other than water table fluctuations!). As the permittees on the Hunt Canyon
Allotment, we will take responsibility for the maintenance of the facility after it is
established.

(A brief historical note regarding the Coues’ deer and mule deer populations on the
ranch: Up until the 1950’s there were no mule deer found on the ranch. There was an
abundance of Coues’ deer. Through years of climate change, hunting pressure and
prolonged drought the Coues’ population has been depleted to the small numbers that
are currently on the ranch, and with the decrease in water availability, the chance of a
strong population increase is stagnate. The current mule deer population is sparse but
there is some seed stock.)

This project is not affordable to our family without grant assistance.

The Malpai Borderlands Group is offering this letter of support for the Upper John's Well
project on the Hunt Canyon grazing allotment in hunting unit 30A. Hunt Canyon sits in
the Pedrogosa Mountains and the lower Chiricahua range. This is a transition zone for
wildlife and therefore the area supports both mule deer and white-tail (Coues) deer.

Use of the area by wildlife is sometimes restricted due to the nature of the available water
sources. All the water is surface or of shallow depth and, therefore, is prone to disappear
during drought conditions. The owners of the allotment, J-A, LLC, wish to drill a new
well on an elevated slope that will allow water to be piped, gravity flow, to various parts
of the allotment. This would be a boon to wildlife and also allow for better domestic
livestock distribution that will lead to improvement in the resource. The allotment
owners are a longtime ranching family who have owned the ranch on which the allotment
sits for nearly a century. The decision to drill this well is the result of careful analysis
and the recent availability of new technology that will make this project possible. The
request is for monetary assistance with the cost of this project. The Malpai Borderlands
Group is supportive of this request and urges that this worthy project be funded to the
maximum extent allowable.

Mr. Thompson,

This letter is sent in support of the Upper John’s well proposed water project submitted by the
J— A Ranch, LLC. The Glenn’s have been permittees on the Hunt Canyon allotment since the
inception of the Coronado Forest, and have always been very cooperative and proactive. Having
spent so much time on this piece of country, they have an intimate knowledge of the vegetation,
and wildlife in the area.

A recent coordinated resource management plan has been developed with the NRCS, Forest
Service, and the Glenns. It was unanimously decided that the resource need was developed
water, leading to the distribution and rotation of livestock.

The most substantial resource concern on the allotment is the lack of reliable water. Out of
several sources across the allotment, only a small number have water for any length of time, as
the dams that were built in the early 1900’s are silted in and the springs and hand-dug wells are
ephemeral at best. The well, solar pumping station, and pipeline/storage/trough system that are
planned will be a much needed addition to the area, watering at least 3,000 acres and three
pastures that currently have no permanent, reliable water. This project has been evaluated in the
recent Environmental Assessment that was completed on the Hunt Canyon allotment, and only
lacks a simple archaeological clearance and funding to proceed.

To reiterate, the Douglas Ranger District of the Coronado National Forest is in full support of the
Upper John’s well project, and is willing to assist and support the Glenn family in the installation
of the project from start to finish. Please feel free to contact me if any further information is
desired.
